felton has cited a written work with a single number designation but indexed and listed it under

its common appellation to aid the researcher and eliminate confusion

with entries overviewing groups such as the amazons women in the spanish civil war and native

american women and entries profiling over 300 women tells their stories focusing particularly

on women who fought with a focus on those who fought this two volume reference for

scholars and general readers contains alphabetically arranged entries on some 300 military

women from antiquity to the present the entries are also listed by geographic region time period
