should have commissioned from battista agnese in 1543 a world map as a birthday present for his sixteen year old son the future
philip ii this was the world as charles v and his successors of the house of austria knew it a world crossed by the golden path of the
treasure fleets that linked spain to the riches of the indies it is this world with spain at its center that forms the subject of this book j
h elliott the pre eminent historian of early modern spain and its world originally published these essays in a variety of books and
journals they have here been grouped into four sections each with an introduction outlining the circumstances in which they were
written and offering additional reflections the first section on the american world explores the links between spain and its american
