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controversial entertaining and alarmingly topical a delight to read philip ziegler daily telegraph

scholars have become increasingly interested in how modern national consciousness comes into being through fictional

narratives literature is of particular importance to this process for it is responsible for tracing the nations evolution

through glorious tales of its history in nineteenth century britain the legends of king arthur and robin hood played an

important role in construction of contemporary national identity these two legends provide excellent windows through which

to view british culture because they provide very different perspectives king arthur and robin hood have traditionally been

diametrically opposed in terms of their ideological orientation the former is a king a man at the pinnacle of the social and

political hierarchy whereas the latter is an outlaw and is therefore completely outside conventional hierarchical structures

the fact that two such different figures could simultaneously function as british national heroes suggests that nineteenth

century british nationalism did not represent a single set of values and ideas but rather that it was forced to assimilate a

variety of competing points of view

examining the complex and rapidly expanding world of print culture and reading in the nineteenth century linda e connors and

mary lu macdonald show how periodicals in the united kingdom and british north america shaped and promoted ideals about

national identity in the wake of the napoleonic wars periodicals instilled in readers an awareness of cultures places and

ways of living outside their own experience while also proffering messages about what it meant to be british the authors
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cast a wide net showing the importance of periodicals for understanding political and economic life faith and religion the

world of women and children the idea of progress as a transcendent ideology and the relationships between the parts for

example scotland or nova scotia and the whole great britain analyzing the british identity of expatriate nineteenth century

britons in north america alongside their counterparts in great britain enables insights into whether residents were encouraged

to identify themselves by country of residence by country of birth or by their newly acquired understanding of a broader

whole enhanced by a succinct and informative catalogue of data including editorship and price about the periodicals analyzed

this study provides a striking history of the era and brings clarity to the perception of british transcendence and progress

that emerged with such force and appeal after 1815

in the nation s nature james d drake examines how a relatively small number of inhabitants of the americas huddled along

north america s east coast came to mentally appropriate the entire continent and to think of their nation as america drake

who became influential newspaper writers and editors and helped change the nature of political discourse in a young nation

michael durey has written the first full scale analysis of these radicals evaluating the long term influence their ideas have

had on american political thought transatlantic radicals uncovers the roots of their radicalism in the old world and tells

the story of how these men came to be exiled how they emigrated and how they participated in the politics of their adopted

country nearly all of these radicals looked to paine as their spiritual leader and to thomas jefferson as their political

champion they held egalitarian anti federalist values and promoted an extreme form of participatory democracy that found a

niche in the radical wing of jefferson s republican party their divided views on slavery however reveal that democratic

republicanism was unable to cope with the realities of that institution as political activists during the 1790s they proved

crucial to jefferson s 1800 presidential victory then after his views moderated and their influence waned many repatriated

others drifted into anonymity and a few managed to find success in the new world although many of these men are known

to us through other histories their influence as a group has never before been so closely examined durey persuasively

demonstrates that the intellectual ferment in britain did indeed have tremendous influence on american politics his account of

that influence sheds considerable light on transatlantic political history and differences in religious political and economic

freedoms skillfully balancing a large cast of characters transatlantic radicals depicts the diversity of their experiences and

shows how crucial these reluctant �migr�s were to shaping our republic in its formative years

a divinity for all persuasions uncovers the religious signifiance of early america s most ubiquitous popular genre other than
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a bible and perhaps a few schoolbooks and sermons almanacs were the only printed items most americans owned before 1820

purchased annually the almanac was a calendar and astrologically based medical handbook surrounded by poetry essays

anecdotes and a variety of practical information employing a wealth of archival material t j tomlin analyzes the pan

protestant sensibility distributed through the almanac s pages between 1730 and 1820 by disseminating a collection of

protestant concepts regarding god s existence divine revelation the human condition and the afterlife almanacs played an
